Make sure when presenting Collections that your vase is large enough, and mark which side is the
viewing side. Use a vase which is suitable to display your flowers, and do not overcrowd. Reduce
foliage.

e Mixed can be one variety but must consist of buds and open flowers.

e Limit size and weight of vessels, vases and containers. Must be able to be moved easily by one person.

e Limit height to 50 cm, includes vessel, stem and flowers.
